Boats 1 second to 15 minutes late will be penalized ¥ their weight, after 15 minutes no weight will be given.

Late is defined as not inside the Breakwall/Pier head at the mouth of the Oconto River.

9. All fish must be kept in an aerated livewell, any fish deemed non-releasable will be charged 0.5 Ib
deduction!!

10. All anglers must wear a USCG approved PFD while main engine is above idle speed.

11. Teams with boat trouble can send in their fish with one partner with another tournament boat. Please call and
notify one of the Tournament officials.

12. NO ALCOHOL during tournament hours.

13. Any protests should be brought to the attention of the Tournament Director within 15 minutes of end of weigh
in; Tournament Director and committee will have the final decision in all matters.

14. Please check in with tournament officials and return your boat board even if leaving early!

15. NO Cell phones or communication on the water!
