The first annual Sheboygan Walleye Club Tournament was successfully held August 6,  2006 at the Oconto River Harbor. Fishing teams from all over Northeastern WI and one from as far away as New Mexico competed for cash prizes.

With storms threatening 27 boats were broken up in two groups and at a 30 minute intervals left the Oconto River Breakwater at 7:00 and 7:30 AM and returned at 3:00 and 3:30 PM to weigh in the trophy Walleyes. 

Upon returning with adverse weather conditions during the actual fishing time, the anglers were proud to weigh in their catch. The winning team of Pat Cavins and Carl Grunwalt had a four fish total of 33.93 lbs., that’s a 10 lbs average, pretty impressive. Par Cavins also caught a 12.66 lbs fish that maybe one of the largest ever registered in tournament fishing here on the Bay Of Green Bay, the records are being checked to verify this, if so this would put Oconto and the tournament in the record books. 

A team of local fishermen Jim Kucuk of Oconto and Scott Ourada of Suamico finished in 9 th position with a total weight of four fish at 21.47 lbs. 

The Tournament is the first, with many more to come and was generated by an Ad Hoc Committee of the City Of Oconto. With help from a lot of business’s a packet was given to each fisherman and tournament staff that contained many coupons and discounts for various services in Oconto, the packets were greatly appreciated by all those who received them.

The Tournament was a joint effort by the fishing Ad-Hoc Committee, Local Business’s, The Oconto Elks Lodge, Oconto Sportsman Club, Oconto Area Chamber Of Commerce, Oconto Harbor Commission, and Oconto City  Tourism.
